NO PURCHASE NECESSARY TO PARTICIPATE. 
 
1.  ELIGIBILITY: Subject to these Official Rules, two (2) scholarships to attend a Lutheran elementary or secondary school 
within Cuyahoga, Medina or Summit counties are open to K-12 students (as of the 2008-09 school year) who do not currently 
attend any of the 15 Lutheran elementary and secondary schools within those three counties.  “Currently” is defined as active 
enrollment at any of the thirteen (13) Lutheran elementary schools or two (2) Lutheran secondary schools in Cuyahoga, Summit, 
or Medina counties for any amount of time within the period starting and including August 1, 2007, and ending and including 
February 11, 2008.  Application must be made by a parent, guardian, or student 18 years of age or older.  Employees, directors 
and officers, and their immediate families (spouse, parents, children, siblings, and their respective spouses) and their respective 
household members, of Sponsor or of any of the 15 Lutheran schools listed as a Scholarship Opportunity Application Location in 
#5 below, are not eligible to apply.   
 
2.  SPONSOR:  This scholarship opportunity is sponsored by the Cleveland Lutheran High School Association in association 
with the Lutheran elementary schools within Cuyahoga, Medina, and Summit counties.  The Cleveland Lutheran High School 
Association is located at 3870 Linden Road, Rocky River, OH 44116.    
 
3.  ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICIAL RULES:  Participation in this scholarship opportunity constitutes Applicant’s full and 
unconditional agreement to and acceptance of these Official Rules and the decisions of Sponsor, which are final and binding in 
all respects.

6.  SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION:  To apply for the “Lutheran Schools $2,000 ‘Open House’ Scholarship (2008-09),” obtain 
an application form at any of the Scholarship Opportunity Application Locations listed in #5, or online at 
www.Jesus4Students.com or www.955thefish.com.  Required information includes parent/guardian name, address, phone, listing 
of eligible student names, ages, grades, and current schools, indication of Lutheran schools interested in (at least one), 150- to 
500-word essay responding to the question “How do you believe a Christian education at a Lutheran school will change your 
child’s (children’s) life/lives?”, indication of how learned about the scholarship, signature, and date. 
 
Applicants must complete all required information and acknowledge their acceptance of these Official Rules.  Once submitted, 
applications may not be modified or cancelled.  Limit one (1) application per family, with a family defined as students who 
share a common parent/guardian and permanent residence.  If Sponsor receives multiple applications from the same Applicant 
family, all but the first application shall be disqualified. 
 
Sponsor assumes no responsibility for lost, stolen, late, incomplete, invalid, illegible, or misdirected applications. 
 
7.  SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION: Assuming at least two (2) eligible applications are received, two (2) $2,000 scholarships will 
be awarded in a random selection from all valid applications at the offices of the Cleveland Lutheran High School Association, 
on or about Monday, February 18, 2008.  Odds of being selected for a scholarship depend upon the number of valid applications 
received. 
IMPORTANT NOTICE:  Scholarship winners must apply and be accepted by one of the 15 eligible Lutheran schools in 
Cuyahoga, Medina, or Summit counties by August 1, 2008, or scholarship will be forfeited.  The scholarship may be used 
at the Accepting School to cover 2008-09 tuition and educational fees.  At its sole discretion, the Accepting School may 
choose to apply the scholarship funds to Applicant’s other fees and for other time periods.  



Scholarships must be accepted as awarded and are non-assignable and non-transferable in whole or in part, except at the 
discretion of the Accepting School.  No cash or other substitutions in whole or in part are permitted and no cash refunds will be 
given for an Applicant’s student(s) withdrawing, for any reason, from the eligible Lutheran school.   
 
All taxes and any other costs, fees and expenses incurred as part of the scholarship application process or as part of using the 
scholarship at an eligible Lutheran school are the sole responsibility of selected Applicant. 
 
8.  WINNER NOTIFICATION AND VERIFICATION:  Potential scholarship winners will be notified on or about February 25, 
2008, by telephone or e-mail (at Sponsor’s discretion) using the contact information provided on the scholarship application 
form.   
 
9.  GENERAL CONDITIONS:  Sponsor has the right to investigate and verify Applicant eligibility and application information 
and compliance with these Official Rules, and to disqualify any application on the basis of its findings.  If, for any reason 
(including weather closures), the schools are unable to accept application forms during the application dates noted, Sponsor 
reserves the right in its sole discretion to cancel, terminate, or modify the scholarship application process.  In such event, Sponsor 
reserves the right, if feasible, to award scholarships as provided herein from among the eligible entries received up to the time of 
impairment.  Sponsor’s failure to enforce any provision of these Official Rules shall not constitute waiver of any provision.   
 
10.  SPONSOR RIGHTS TO APPLICATIONS:  By applying, Applicant represents and warrants to Sponsor that its application 
and all information therein is accurate and truthful to the best of the Applicant’s knowledge.  Submission of application grants 
Sponsor and its agents and affiliates the worldwide right in perpetuity to reproduce, publish, use, edit, adapt and/or modify such 
application, in any way, in any and all media, without limitation and without compensation to Applicant.

This information will be shared with the Lutheran schools in the Northeast Ohio network (i.e., the 
15 Lutheran schools listed in #5) and may be used to contact Applicant in the future regarding Sponsor’s and/or the Lutheran 
schools’ offers, promotions, and advertising.  Information needed to meet the obligations of this scholarship opportunity may be 
stored and used by Sponsor in the future pursuant to and in accordance with its privacy policy.  THE INFORMATION 
GATHERED IN THIS APPLICATION WILL NEITHER BE SOLD NOR PROVIDED TO THIRD PARTIES OUTSIDE THE
